Answer 2:  From Amendment One - the obligations for the selected Program Monitor Assistance to the Board’s Monitor services are as follows: 

Program Monitoring - Assist Board’s Monitor to: 

· Implement the program monitoring work plan

· Read and review, at the minimum, half of the established sampling case load for any and all programs administered by WSHOT. 

· Provide field visits, virtual or desk review of assigned case files and when applicable interviews with youth and childcare providers 

· Meet the established time frame for cases that need to be read for any and all programs 

· Provide a summary of cases that are reviewed including tools, reports with findings, observations, follow-up and recommendations

Question 3: What percentage of cases that the Board wants to have reviewed for compliance program monitoring? Please specify the percentages by program/funding stream.

Answer 3:  At a minimum 50% of a minimum 20% sample for all programs will be reviewed for compliance monitoring; the Board’s Monitor will determine the 20% sample. Also see Amendment One.
